SCS Advent News  

Advent, the season when we prepare our hearts and our homes  
for the birth of Jesus. At Redeemer, one of our traditions has been  
our annual Advent Pancake Breakfast and Crafts. Once again,  
due to Covid, this event will not be held at Redeemer this year,  
but our Education Team will visit our Sunday Church School families  
and deliver a bag of Advent activities to each child.  
 
On Sunday, November 21st, a bag filled with several crafts, an Advent calendar, a daily 
devotional booklet, and cards to create and mail to our homebound members will be 
delivered to each of our SCS families. The Daily Devotion booklet, How Do They Celebrate 
Christmas, shares how Christians in 26 countries celebrate the birth of Jesus. Some 
countries celebrate in many of the same ways we do, but we’ll learn that each country has 
its own special traditions and customs too. Wouldn’t you like to know where folks eat eel or 

roasted goat for Christmas dinner or what is the touch of peace?

My hope is 
that you will respond, to me by email, to one or all of the discussion questions by Sunday 
so I can include them on the next video.  If everyone responds, even with one remark, you 
can make this a fun, yet learning, experience.

However, you do not need a book to 
participate as I will be reading it to you.  The Wednesdays in Advent are December 1, 8, 15,
